In 1972, Eileen made
a career change to law enforcement and began her professional journey with
Temple University Campus Police.

Eileen’s time in law enforcement yielded many significant accomplishments.
She graduated top of the class in her recruit police training and would go on to
become the first female patrol officer in the City of Philadelphia. Several years
later, she became the first woman from Pennsylvania to graduate from the
Intercounty Detective School Federal Bureau of Investigation.

Eileen had two maijor priorities in life: the care for her sister Donna and
dedication to Temple University and North Philadelphia communities. Eileen
held education, human rights, and social services as her moral compass.
Care and service have always been the fundamental guiding principles for
Eileen Catherine Bradley.



Raised in the Catholic doctrine, Eileen embodied her faith throughout her life,
even as she faced her final days. Eileen passed away on December 1, 2023,
at the age of 77, after a courageous battle with cancer. She was surrounded
by loved ones who will continue to honor her legacy through their thoughts
and actions. Eileen is survived by her sister, Donna, her son, Yang, and many
cousins as well as friends, who will remember Eileen for her care and love for
her family, friends, and community.
